Bern, singing parts included Pelléas in Debussy’s Pelléas et
Meélisande, Steva in Jandacek’s Jenifa, Mozart’s Pedrillo in Die
Entfiihrung aus dem Serail as well as Tamino in Die Zauberfléte as
well as Matteo in Strauss’ Arabella, Lenski in Tchaikovsky’s Jewgeni
Onegin and Mime in Wagner’s Das Rheingold. From the 2025/26 season, he is a member of
Staatsoper Hannover. 2027 sees his debut at Theater Basel.

Michat Prészyniski, born in Gdéw, Poland, and studied at Hanover Hochschule fir Musik,
Theater und Medien with Marek Rzepka, who supervised him at the Cracow University of
Music before. From 2012 to 2017 he studied classical guitar at the Fryderyk Chopin Music
Academy in Warsaw with Marcin Zalewski and until 2015 singing with Leszek Swidziriski.

In 2021, Michat Prészyniski was awarded First Prize in the Bachelor category at the student
singing competition at Hanover Hochschule fiir Musik, Theater und Medien. He has received
a scholarship from the Hans and Eugenia Jittling Foundation since 2017. In 2017, he was
named Most Promising Tenor at the Il Alida Vane International Singing Competition in Latvia
and at the VII International Competition for Duets with Harp. In 2017, he also won the Grand
Prix at the First Singing Competition in Jelenia Gdra and First Prize and a Special Prize from
the Silesia Foundation at the XIX Imrich Godin IUVENTUS CANTI International Competition in
Vrable.
